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Abstract
Your chapter must include a structured abstract, including the aims, methods, results and conclusions of your study.
Introduction
Provide broad definitions and discussions of the topic and incorporate views of others (literature review) to support, refute or demonstrate your position on the topic. End by stating the aims of the study.
Methods

Describe the methods used in the study including the validity of methods used, data analysis and ethics.
Results
Present the results of your study in text and/or figures/tables. Include callouts within the text referring to figures/ tables to indicate where they should be placed.

· Tables and figures must be included on separate pages at the end of the paper, following the references.  Figure/Table captions should be sentence case with no ending punctuation if only one sentence.  Tables should be designed in work or excel and the title is placed above the table.  For figures, the title is placed below the figure. 

· Images must be included as separate files, NOT included within the text document. Images should be 300 dpi for colour and 1200 dpi for black and white.  Preferred formats are TIFF, PNG, PDF but JPEG are acceptable.

Discussion
Summarise the aim, state the main findings, discuss the findings in relation to previous research in the area, describe limitations, provided recommendations for further research.
Conclusion
Provide discussion of the overall content of the article and concluding remarks.
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
